This is the inauguration of a new column in the KOL SHOLOM where members of the Board of Directors answer
your questions and address your concerns. Since you didn’t know we were going to do this, our first article will
discuss (1) the Board of Directors and amendments to the Constitution and ByLaws and (2) the Building plan.

TBS has a constitution and Bylaws which were last revised on April 15, 1998.

Article IV of the Constitution describes the Board of Directors. It reads ... “There shall be one elected board
member for every 13 memberships in the Congregation, with a minimum board size of 13 and a maximum board
size of 19...” We currently have 123 voting members. That translates into 9 board members. However, following
the Constitution means we need a minimum of 13 board members. That means a President, 1st V-P, 2nd V-P,
Secretary, Treasurer, Immediate Past President, and 7 Trustees. A liaison from the Preschool Committee, Men’s
Auxiliary, Sisterhood, Simchat Chai, and Kadima participate in all meetings but are not considered board members
and have no vote.

We absolutely need more members. If we had more members we could accomplish our projects in a more
timely manner. We could accomplish more than we do now. For instance, we could dedicate resources to
increasing and retaining members, and applying for grant money. The only requirement is that you care about
the fate of Temple Beth Sholom. A quorum is 60% of elected membership. Thatis 5 board members
(considering actual numbers and not what we “should” have per the Constitution. We usually require a quorum
for financial matters or other significant concerns.

Article VI of the Constitution outlines the conditions to amend the Constitution. Proposed amendments must be
mailed to each voting member at least 30 days prior to the June Congregational Meeting, which is scheduled
for Wednesday, June 16, 2010. An affirmative two-thirds vote at the Congregational Meeting is required to
accept the amendments. Your vote counts.
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Article VIII relates to nominations, elections, and vacancies. Basically, the President appoints a 7 member
Nominating Committee (4 from the Board, 3 from congregation). The proposed slate is mailed to the
congregation at least 15 days prior to the June Congregational Meeting with publication in the May issue of the
KOL SHOLOM. The election is held at the June Congregational Meeting. We need at least 35 households to vote
for the slate of officers.

Members of the Board are elected for one-year terms. Trustees must be members in good standing for at least
one year prior to serving, and Directors at least 2 years.

Amendments to the Constitution must be mailed to the Congregation no less than 30 days prior to the
Congregational Meeting in June. Article XVI of the ByLaws state that amendments to the ByLaws shall be made by
two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors. There are several areas that can be updated in both the Constitution
and the Bylaws. We need help to draft changes. Are you willing to help? If you are, please contact any
member of the Board and details about the first meeting will follow. Don’t be shy. And don’t wait for us to
call you.

In summary, we need you to serve on the TBS Board and/or the Nominating Committee and/or the
Revision Committee. We depend on each other, so volunteer, please.

The Building Plan R L w-Ji;‘:&/éLg“
Our property is wonderful but frayed around the edges. Not only do we need to fix things but we need to remodel
existing areas to modernize and for safety. There are so many things we could do if we had the money. A sample
list is shown below. The projects are grouped by overall area, but they may not necessarily be done in the order
shown. For instance, cementing projects may be done together.

Thanks to Edna Vaknin’s efforts, we have already received a $50,000 grant to upgrade the fire and sprinkler
systems. Phyllis Pasternak applied for a Federal Government grant but we are still awaiting word on that. We
would like to secure other grants but that requires volunteers to find grantees and write the grant
proposals. Can anyone help with this? It can be done at home, by the way.

We have had 3 successful fund-raising events (Vocolot Concert, Garage Sale, and Tile Making). Another event will
be scheduled for the summer months.

And, of course, we depend on the generosity of the Congregation for donations to the Building Fund.

So far, our revenue totals $95,936 (includes pledges and money received) and we've spent $21,290. Most of the
expenses were for the architect and the City of San Leandro for permits and consulting.

I sent an email to the congregation about how we tried on two separate occasions to dig up the 13 tree stumps along
the front fence. We only removed two. The others are hard wood and they are at least three-feet deep. We didn't
have the right equipment to pull them out and then chop them up. In response to our email about not being able to
dig up the tree stumps, Gloria and Ben Warwick came up with a solution and volunteered to implement and
underwrite it.

DINING IN A JEWISH HOUSE IN THE OLD DAYS :Some memories are made of this . . .

| actually remember my Bubbie with the sugar cube between her teeth, and, of course, eating
schmaltz on bread. | could only send this to very few people. Most would not have a clue. hidney
missed out. I'm taking it upon myself to help out all you frantic housewives out there with
wonderful menus that will lead your children to a healthy, happy, and loving family unit as | knew it
in my childhood.

First, buy a housecoat (schmatajd wear it all day, every day. Then go out and buy a live chicken,
carry it wrapped in a news paper to the shoochet (slaughterer) who will ritually slaughter it before
your very eyes. When you get it home, flick (pluck) your chicken and make sure you deate in
any pinches (feather ends).

Next, go out and buy a foufoot-long carp with huge whiskers. Fill your bathtub with water and let

the fish swim in it for several daysln the meantime, roll up your Berber broadloom, and remove it
from the livingroom, polish the hardwood floors, cover them in newspaper, cover your couch in clear
plastic, or floral slip covers, and don't let anyone into your living room again ....unless they are
"company."

Now you're a real balabusta which is a term of respesed for an efficient Jewish housewife and the
essence of your universe is in the kitchen. So get out your wooden matches, light the pilot light, get
out the volgar holtz (wooden bowl), hock the tzibbeles (chop the onions) and knubble (garlic), and
we're Jewish again.

Before we start, however, there are some variations in ingredients because of the various types of
Jewish taste (Litvack and Gallitziana).Just as we Jews have six seasons of the year (winter, spring,
summer, fall, slack, and busy), we aidus on a main ingredient which, unfortunately and
undeservedly, has disappeared from our diet. I'm talking, of course, about SCHMALTZ (chicken!
fat)! Schmaltz has for centuries been the prime ingredient in almost every Jewish dish.

Let's start, of courg, with the forshpeiz (appetizer).. Gehockteh layber (chopped liver) with
schmaltz and tzibbeles (onion) is always good, but how about something more exotic for your dear
ones, like boiled whitefish in yoyech (gel). Or gefilteh miltz (stuf fed spleen)winich the veins are
removed, thank God, and it's fried ir you guessed it schmaltz, bread crumbs, eggs, onions, salt
and pepper. Love it!

Am | making your mouth water yet? Then there are greebenes, which are pieces of chicken skin,
deepfried in schmaltz,onions and salt until crispy brownoften referred to as Jewish bacon (this
makes a great appetizer for the next cardiology conventiorAnother favorite, and I'm sure your
children will love it, is pe'tcha (jellied calves feet). Simply chop umse cows' feet with your
hockmesser (chopper), add some meat, onions, lots of garlic, schmaltz (yes, again), salt and
pepper,cook for five hours, and let it sit overnight..

There's also a nice chicken fricassee (s stew) using the heart, gorgl (neckgkpoffhe navel, a great
delicacy, given to the favorite child, usually me), a fleegl (wing) or two, some ayelech (little
premature eggs) and other various chicken innards, in a broth of schmaltz, water, papiaalso

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have knishes (filled dough) and theernal question: "Will | have liver, beef, potatoes, or all three?

Other time-tested favorites are kishkeh, and its poor cousin, helzel (chicken or goose neck). Kishkeh
is the gut of the cow, bought by the foot at the kosher butcher. It's turned insdé scalded and
scraped. One end is sewn up and a mixture of flour, schmaltz (you didn't think we'd leave that out),
onions, eggs, salt, pepper, etc., is spooned into the open end and squished down until it is full. Then
that end is sewn, and the whot&ing is boiled. Yummy!

My personal altitime favorite pastime is watching my Bubby (Grandma) munch on boiled chicken
feet. Try that on the kinderlach.(children)Well, we've finally finished the forshpeiz.Don't tell me
you're full because there's plepto come. For our next course, we always had chicken soup with
pieces of yellowwhite, rubbery chicken skin floating in a greasy sea of lokshen (noodles), farfel
(broken bits of matzoh), arbiss (chickpeas), lima beans, pietrishkeh, onions, mondlecip (sots),
knaydlach (dumplings), kasha, (groats) kliskelech and marech (marrow bones).

The main course, as | recall, was either boiled chicken, flanken, kackletten (hocktleisbpped
meat), and sometimes rib steaks which were served either well donendal, or cremated.
Occasionally, we had barbecued liver done to a burned and hardened perfection in our own coal
furnace. Since we couldn't have milk or any dairy products (milchiks) with our meat meals
(flayshiks), beverages consisted of cheap pop (Kominion Dry, seltzer in the spritz bottles), or a
glezel tay @lass of hot tea) served in a lgazeit (memorial) glass, and sucked through a sugar cube
held between the incisors.

Desserts were probably the only things not made with schmaltz, so wesnbad any.....unless it was
flummen (cooked prunes) Mama never learned how to make schmaltzQell Well, now you know
the secret of how I've grown up to be so tall, sinewy, slim and trim, energetic, extremely clever and
modest, and if you want your dldren to grow up to be like me, you're gontze meshuggah
(completely nuts)! Oh yes, don't forget the loud greps (belch)}the louder the better- at the end of
the meal as you unbutton or unzip your pants. It's often the best part of the repast.
